Richard commented that Sebago’s Pre-K program would be well received.  Lisa suggested that we need to take a broad look at voucher high schools for Sebago students, including Gorham High School.  Motion approved with a unanimous vote.

Lisa reported that the planned informational meeting with the Friends of Sebago Elementary School on 26 May did not take place.  Denise thought it was too close to the Memorial Day celebration and didn’t have time to arrange it.  Denise would prefer to have a discussion at the end of the Sebago Town Meeting.  There was discussion about the need to be more open with the public as to where the Committee is going, but also a concern about “showing our hand” in negotiations. Richard said there will be a need to “beat the drum” to maintain public support as the process moves forward. The alternative proposal has been released by MSAD61 and is a public document.  Dr. Eastman said it would be appropriate to say that there has been no counter proposal on the alternative proposal from MSAD61.
