Richard made a motion, 2nd by Joe, to post the information presented to the Friends of Sebago Elementary School meeting on Facebook and  the town website.  Motion approved.

Lisa will post the information to the Facebook page, Allen will post the information to the town website.  Allen will also draft an article for the Bridgton News about the history and current status of the negotiations, and circulate the article to the committee for their review.
There was discussion about putting an ad in the Shopping Guide and in the Bridgton News.  No decisions were reached as to action to take.

There was a discussion about informing the Sebago Board of Selectmen.  Allen will make copies of the information distributed to the Friends meeting tonight and get the copies to the BoS.  He will also request to have an item on the next BoS agenda for 18 October to give the PPT presentation and brief the BoS.

Phil mentioned that about $9,500 remains in the committee’s budget and that additional funds will be required to carry the process to completion.  Richard expressed the need to get additional funds authorized, and Tim said he would bring it up at the next BoS scheduled for 4 Oct.
