2.
Adjustment to the Agenda
Discussion of the budget and the draft article for the Bridgton News were added to the agenda.

3.
Approval of minutes
Minutes from the 29 September meeting were reviewed.  Joe made a motion, 2nd by Lisa to approve the meeting minutes.  Motion approved.

4.
Comments by the Public
Claudia Lowe suggested that the committee meet with the Boards of Selectmen in the other MSAD61 towns to help get the word out about the withdrawal process. She suggested that there be a table set up on Election Day with handouts telling voters where the withdrawal process is currently.  She also suggested that before the town accepts the SES building from SAD61 there should be tests of the air, water, and for mold in the building.  Joe replied that there is an ongoing process to do this regularly by the district at all the school buildings
There was discussion of the draft article for the Bridgton News by the committee and by members of the public. Allen will revise the article and send it back to the committee for review.

Donelle asked about the status of contacts with other school districts.  Mark reported on initial contacts with Gorham, SAD6, and Fryeburg to be our school district of guaranteed acceptance.  There was discussion of potential costs and the process that would be required before a school of guaranteed acceptance can be finalized.
5.
Executive Session
A motion was made by Richard and 2nd by Lisa to go into Executive Session to meet with legal counsel pursuant to 1 M.R.S. Section 405(6)(C), which allows a public body to meet in executive session to discuss the acquisition or disposition of interests in real or personal property, including publicly held property, if premature disclosure of the information would prejudice the competitive or bargaining position of the body.
Motion was approved by a unanimous vote of the committee and the committee went into Executive Session at 7:50 p.m.

The committee came out of Executive Session at 8:38 p.m. No action was taken during the Executive Session. 
6.
Old Business
Phil described the process of obtaining approval for additional funds for the withdrawal process. since there remains only about $9,500 of the original $25,000 approved.   The Board of Selectmen has been approached and will hold a hearing and then a special town meeting in January to request an additional $25,000 from the town’s UFB.  If there is then a need for additional funds the intent would be for the Board of Selectmen to propose an article on the warrant for the June 2017 Town Meeting.

New Business
Lisa commented that there are going to be new PTC officers this year.  Lisa is the secretary of the group.

Mark said that there has been small but generally positive movement by SAD61 on the withdrawal agreement drafts.

Claudia asked if we could get copies of the teacher contracts.  There are concerns among SES teachers about job security under a Sebago SAU.  Mark will get copies.

A motion to adjourn was made by Tim, 2nd by Lisa.  Motion was approved by a unanimous vote of the committee and the meeting was adjourned at 8:52 p.m.
